To enter null0 interface configuration mode, use the interface null 0 command in XR config mode.

When you issue the interface null 0 command in XR config mode, the CLI prompt changes to “config-null0,”
indicating that you have entered interface configuration mode for the null interface. In the following sample
output, the question mark (?) online help function displays all the commands available under the interface
configuration mode for the null interface:

RP/0/RP0O/CPUO:router (config-nullO) #?

commit Commit the configuration changes to running
describe Describe a command without taking real actions
do Run an exec command
exit Exit from this submode
no Negate a command or set its defaults
show Show contents of configuration

To display null0 interfaces, use the show interfaces null) command with optional keywords in EXEC mode.

show interfaces null0 [accounting rates| brief] description| detail] [location node-id)

rates Shows interface accounting (input/output) rates.
brief Shows interface information in condensed format.
description Describes interface.

detail Shows interface information in detail.

location node-id Specifies a fully qualified interface location.
