About this Guide

This guide describes how to install the Cisco AnyConnect Secure Mobility client image onto the
central-site ASA, configure AnyConnect for deployment to remote user computers, configure
connection profiles and group policies on ASDM for AnyConnect, install AnyConnect onto mobile
devices, and monitor and troubleshoot AnyConnect connections.

Throughout this guide, the term “ASA” applies to all models in the Cisco ASA 5500 series (ASA 5505

and higher).
