Preface

This guide is for the networking professional managing the Catalyst 3750 switch, hereafter referred to
asthe switch. Before using this guide, you should have experience working with the Cisco 10S software
and be familiar with the concepts and terminology of Ethernet and local area networking.

The Catalyst 3750 switch is supported by either the IP base image (formerly known as the standard
multilayer image [SM1]) or the IP services image (formerly known as the enhanced multilayer image
[EMI]). The IP base image provides Layer 2+ features including access control lists (ACLS), quality of
service (Qo0S), static routing, and the Routing Information | P services image provides aricher set of
enterprise-class features. It includes Layer 2+ features and full Layer 3 routing (1P unicast routing, IP
multicast routing, and fallback bridging). To distinguish it from the Layer 2+ static routing and RIP, the
I P services image includes protocols such as the Enhanced Interior Gateway Routing Protocol (EIGRP)
and the Open Shortest Path First (OSPF) Protocol.

This guide provides procedures for using the commands that have been created or changed for use with
the Catalyst 3750 switch. It does not provide detailed information about these commands. For detailed
information about these commands, see the Catalyst 3750 Switch Command Reference for this release.
For information about the standard Cisco | OS Release 12.2 commands, see the Cisco | OS documentation
set available from the Cisco.com home page at Technical Support & Documentation > Cisco |0S
Software.

This guide does not provide detailed information on the graphical user interfaces (GUIs) for the
embedded device manager or for Cisco Network Assistant (hereafter referred to as Network Assistant)
that you can use to manage the switch. However, the concepts in this guide are applicable to the GUI
user.

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Definitions of Service Request Severity

To ensure that all service requests are reported in a standard format, Cisco has established severity
definitions.

Severity 1 (S1)—Your network is“down,” or thereis acritical impact to your business operations. You
and Cisco will commit all necessary resources around the clock to resolve the situation.

Severity 2 (S2)—Operation of an existing network is severely degraded, or significant aspects of your
business operation are negatively affected by inadequate performance of Cisco products. You and Cisco
will commit full-time resources during normal business hours to resolve the situation.

Severity 3 (S3)—Operational performance of your network isimpaired, but most business operations
remain functional. You and Cisco will commit resources during normal business hoursto restore service
to satisfactory levels.

Severity 4 (S4)—You require information or assistance with Cisco product capabilities, installation, or
configuration. Thereis little or no effect on your business operations.
